Widow’s memorial to General Desnouettes near Havre, France. Harper’s New Monthly Magazine, Dec
1882, page 32. [Letters of administration on the general’s estate were granted to Nicholas Raoul 13 Jul
1822 by the orphans court of Marengo County. The widow was named as Marie Louisa Stephennie Rolier
Desnouttes. (See pages 4 and 159 of Minutes Book AB.)]
Scientific American regularly reported recent patents and claims issued by the United States Patent Office.
Examples of inventors living in Demopolis, with the date of the magazine:

Patent claim by P. H. Cotton: preserve cans. | Jan 1859.

Patent claim by G. W. Rice: improvement in cotton cultivators. 4 May 1861.

Patent issued to E. T. Ligon: mode of covering steel with copper. 5 Oct 1867, 18 Apr 1868.

Patent claim by E. F. Ligon: formation of joints of steel or iron plates. 18 Apr 1868.

Patent issued to E. T. Ligon: railroad cars. 18 Nov 1868.

Patent issued to E. T. Ligon: railway car axle. 27 Mar 1869.

Patent issued to James R. Cole: kerosene burner. 2 Oct 1869. (two items)
